panels. All other hardware, pumps, controls, safety valves, and any other 
equipment will be installed. 

 
6. We will call for inspections, as required, which could include plumbing, 

electrical, building, and utility company agents. We will certify the installation. 
 
7. We will provide a Customer Manual covering all aspects of your system 

operation and maintenance, and provide training on your system.

Panel guarantees of up to ten years and 
system guarantees up to five years are 
available.
